ACTIVIDADES FORMATIVAS

This will be, primarily, a text and discussion-based course, so:
a. Students are expected to read the assigned text in advance.

b. Students are also expected to participate actively in the discussion. The only way to learn
to critically read texts is to join the class conversation.

Specifically, as a 6 ECTS course, students' workload will be distributed as follows:
Class lectures and discussions: 60 hrs

Personal reading and writing: 55 hrs

Student tutorials 2 hrs
Final exam: 2 hrs
EVALUACION

The class will function as a seminar, with students reading the texts assigned texts, writing in-
class essays and homework, and participating actively in discussions.

Students are expected to come to class daily, having read the assigned texts and ready to
discuss them.

In-class papers will be accepted only after they are done during the session. Late
submissions of homework or assigned essays will receive a one-point deduction for every
day that passes after the due date.

Grading system:
60%: In-class quizzes, essays, and homework

20%: Class participation
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20%: Final exam

Students who fail the class in December have to retake the exam in June (100% of the final
grade).
